HISTORICAL (1) 

CONEXÃO 2.0 is brought by the French-Mozambican artistic company DESCOBRIR. It was premiered in 

Addis Abbeba in November 2021.  

 

It is the result of a 4 years long creative process, as a collaboration between the dancer and choreographer 

Rosa Mário, the visual artist Mário Cumbana and the musician Gonga.  

 

It started with the contemporary dance performance CONEXÃO and continued with the PROJECTO 

CONEXÃO which led to the creation of the performative installation CONEXÃO 2.0.

HISTORICAL (2) 

The contemporary dance performance CONEXÃO comes from observing the slow pace of nature, where 

urgency is the exception and slowness is the norm, while the opposite is often observed in the urban 

space.  

 

Thus, the performance is an invitation to slow down, an invitation carried by a woman with her harmony 

and her dynamics, but also her daily challenges, her difficulties and her victories. 

 

The PROJECTO CONEXÃO is an artistic, humanist and citizen project, which presented the CONEXÃO 

performance for free in communities, markets and public spaces of Maputo and its periphery, in 

Mozambique, while recording the reactions of the public and the environment to the performance 

proposition, namely the reduction of the rhythm and the performance of the female dancer.

With the images, sounds and reflections captured throughout the PROJECTO CONEXÃO, the performative 

installation CONEXÃO 2.0 was created: it includes 7 multidisciplinary stations that reflect the experiences 

and interactions lived during the project.  

 

The installation is site-specific as it adapts to the location where it is presented. 

 

It starts with an invitation to slow down. Therefore, an introduction speech is recommended, in order to 

guide the audience and let it know that there is time to enjoy fully the content of each station before the 

performance starts. 

 

Thus, the audience walks around the installation and through the different stations apprehends the 

interactions and energies shared as the performance was shown in and around Maputo. 

Finally, the audience lives his own experience of the performance, which appears and moves in the 

installation CONEXÃO 2.0.
